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Guidelines and Background for Program Funding 

Of the unrestricted donations to the Foundation, 10% of the net will be used for programs within the Unified Buddhist Church in North America.
 A program can apply for a one-time allocation or for ongoing support. Funds will be dispersed on a rolling basis for one-time support, and on a quarterly basis for ongoing support. 

Requests for funding should be sent to Thuy-Tu Tran, the Foundation Board Program Representative. A proposal for allocation of program funds will be made by members on the Foundation Board. The proposal will be presented to the respective Foundation’s monastic liaisons at the three U.S. practice centers, based on their regional proximity to the program making the request. 

The underlying idea for program funding is to help bring to life and strengthen aspects within our community that do not already have enough conditions to manifest and blossom. The programs that the Foundation supports will address real needs for transformation and healing. In addition, the programs will also be a source of inspiration for existing and potential donors. 

Some aspects for funding consideration include:

· How will the program help continue Thay's teachings;

· Who will benefit from the program;

· Is the program bringing the practice to new groups of people;

· Is the program bringing mindfulness into our society;

· Is the program sustainable (i.e. will it require one-time or ongoing support)

These are some of the programs the Foundation is supporting so far:  

· Online Dharma (websites, Dharma cast, PVOM etc)

· Scholarships for particular retreats like POC, Monastic Gatherings

· Wake Up Movement: including tours, start kit and scholarships
Eligibility for Funding

A requirement for any programs to be funded is that they are rooted in the Plum Village Tradition. 

To receive program funding, the project contact/coordinator must submit a completed Application for Program Funds (with required attachments as outlined on that form). This includes a half-page written report and three pictures to help us understand the vision and content of the program.  If pictures or visual aid of some kind are not available or do not apply to the program, please contact Thuy-Tu Tran. 

If funds are granted, the project contact/coordinator must submit a one-page written report telling the story of the program and the benefit it has offered in addition to six pictures of program activity within 6 months of receiving funds from the Foundation. 

We also ask that applicants be mindful and only request what is absolutely essential for their program/activity since the Foundation currently has limited funds for program support (grant amounts may range from $500 - $2,500). And we ask for your understanding in that submitting an application does not guarantee funding. Currently, we are giving priority through this application process to existing programs. However, as more funds become available, we will be able to our support to more programs in need within our Four Fold Community.
